where our drive was to install a road
below. After they had done their work
(see picture top right) we finished pre-
paring the driveway that would be safe
and hold up over time. This included
installing a drainage system, curbing,
base material and more excavation
work. With the driveway prepared we
only had to wait until the rains let up.
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baby have accompanied him to Palopo
where he will develop his skills as an
evangelist, preacher and teacher.
Since his arrival in Palopo he has
worked he has worked hard at bringing
new contacts to the other men. He
and his wife are working with the Sun-

day school program and do a good job.

Another student who is now working
with a current mission team is brother
Hendra. He is from North Sumatra and
when he went home his home congre-
gation informed him that they did not
want to use him in the worship or
teaching of the congregation. Hendra
is twenty-two years old and one of the
sharpest students in his class. We did
not want to see this young man who
has such great potential return to the
world and lose what he has worked so
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hard for these last two years. We spoke with
the mission team in Karawang where they
have a number of universities and sug-
gested that they could use him in out reach
to the youth. As of now he is already having
an impact on reaching out to this group. He
will be able to learn the up and downs of
reaching the lost
and how to evan-
gelize his age
group. Later we are
sure that he will
develop into a man
who can preach the
gospel of Christ to
all of Indonesia.
