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On May 16, | went to Singapore to
have a medical checkup. The
doctor gave me an ECG which
showed a problem with my heart.
He sent me to a clinic that scans
the heart for calcium count, 0-40
was ok, 400 highly dangerous, my
calcium count was 1440. So far off
the chart that my doctor sent me
to a heart specialist the same day.
After looking at the results of the
scan he recommended an angio-
plasty procedure and scheduled it
for the following day. During the
procedure they found a blockage
of an artery that would not allow a
one millimeter balloon to pass. He
showed this to me on the TV
screen and said there were two
options. One was open heart sur-
gery and the second was to use a
high speed drill to bore out the

buildup in my artery, but it was a
very risky thing to do. | told him
that the Lord was with me so he
could go ahead and use the drill.
I have to tell you it was really
strange to hear a high speed drill
working in my heart. All went well
and he inserted a stint in the ar-
tery and | was discharged the
following day. | returned to the
local doctor and he said besides
the problem with my heart (which
was fixed) | am in very good
health. Within a thirty hour period
I went from a heart attack looking
to happen to a very fit and healthy
person. | truly know the meaning
of Psl. 23:4 and am blessed to
know our God.

| have to say that | have never
been more at peace with God and

myself before, during and after the
procedure even thou | was only
one millimeter from going home to
the Lord. | am deeply thankful for
the problem as it has shown to me
that the Lord still has use for a man
with a heart so hard that they had
to drill it out.

My elders have been encouraging
me to pass the torch to others and
this is what | have been doing but |
feel that the Lord is also encourag-
ing me to strive for greater and
higher things in Him. What that
might be | don’t know as of yet but |
do have visions of doing seminars
and proclamation of the gospel on
a national basis. The school still
needs me for a couple more years
but after that | will be free to reach
out and serve the existing churches

The location is excellent as it is on the
main road between two major popula-
tion centers, Palopo and Tanah Toraja,
that have large Christian populations.
Both Bantu and Wilanur are from this
area so they will have no problem fitting
in with the local population. We will also
invite other church members who live
about three hours away to visit.

| have visited two cities in So. Sulawesi
this year looking for a place where we
can plant the church. The soil was not
ready in Rantepolo but | believe that
the Lord has opened the door in the
city of Palopo. Bro. Yonathan traveled
with me as | am preparing him to take
over the church planting portion of
mission Indonesia. New mission

teams are taught and trained by the
Batam Bible College but they need
hands on oversight and guidance. The
pictures below shows the house that the
mission team has rented. The outside
view is only half of the house and the
inside view is of the worship area. There
is also a large space for an office and
five bedrooms for the team and visitors.

The soil being tilled in Toraja was
good but the hearts of the people
are far from God. So we moved
below the mountains to Palopo.
