In addition to the wvarious
extension points which are using
our video and written materials,
AIBI is also in the process of setting
up video conferencing capability
through which we would offer our
classes live to students at remote
locations. We are initially looking
at connecting with Hispanic works
in Arlington, Virginia and Silver
Shores, Maryland, as well as with
our sister school, the Texas Gulf
Coast Bible Institute, in Houston,
Texas.

For a relatively small initial
investment, and a small ongoing
line fee, we can offer ministry train-
ing to students in other areas as
they continue in their various min-
istries. Our students can meet peo-
ple they never knew. Through the
Internet, we can wupload or
download all notes, tests, power
points, and other materials for the
students. And all of this without
having to travel further than the
local church offering the service.
