Road Church of Christ began meeting at their building for Spanish classes
and service.

As you may see this year the staff of AIBI has concentrated efforts to plant
two new churchesin the area of Broward County. All | can say is that our
God wants AIBI to get more involved in the evangelistic outreach by
planting new congregations in our area. Of course, the next step for usis
to train new leaders, so they will become strong in the faith and service
for the Lord.

A. Cuba Seminars (AIBI Cuba program):
