It 
was a joy to my heart to see 
them complete their studies 
and begin to working for the 
spread of the Gospel in Cam-
bodia. Be expecting great news 
from these two men. They are 
now entering into a intern pro-
gram so they can be helped as 
they begin their ministries.
