
The Latin Ameri-
can Bible Insti-
tute in Mexicali, 
Mexico  has 
taken one more 
giant step to-
ward the begin-
ning of Hispanic 
ministry training 
classes in Au-

gust of this year.  On the week-end of March 20-
22 brother Arthur Puente , and I along with ten 
brethren from the Woodward 
Park congregation in Fresno, 
California travelled to Mexicali, 
Mexico to participate in the dedi-
cation ceremony of the new dor-
mitory.  Brother Puente is seen 
standing at the doorway of the 
dormitory, a picture taken at the 
first of this year. Then, in the sec-
ond picture, Elodia Ovalle  wife of 
the school dean, Liberato, 
Ovalle is standing in front of the 
same building as it appears today. 

There is still work to be done to finish the new 
classrooms that will be attached, but if all goes 
according to plan, it will all be finished in two to 
three months.   This will give plenty of time for us 
to begin classes as scheduled in August. 

Perhaps the most exciting thing about this new 
school is the potential it presents to open up 
interactive video conferencing classes on the 
West Coast.  (Note the article and picture on the 
back of this report). 

There remains one hurdle between now and the 
opening day of the school . . . funds to provide 
scholarships for the students.   It has been calcu-
lated that students can be supported for a very mini-
mum amount of money; $350.00 per month for sin-
gle students and $450.00 for married students.  We 
are now seeking partners to fund “a chair” in the 
school.  In other words, the funding provided will be 
for the students while they are in school, and when 
they graduate the funding will go to a beginning stu-
dent.  With God’s blessing we are hopeful of begin-
ning in August with a minimum of 10 students.  You 

can help make this possible by 
partnering with us to sponsor a 
single or married student in the 
school. 

This school offers the opportunity 
for folks who are interested in His-
panic evangelism to invest in a 
proven ministry, one that will pro-
duce trained spokesmen for the 
Lord who will carry the gospel to 
every city, town, state and country 

on the American Continent.
