I had the honor of speaking on 
the program, held on Satur-
day, December 1st., along 
with two of the directors of the 
school, Pedro Morales and 
Jorge Norori , seen in the pic-
ture to the right.   
 
This great school has a long 
and very productive history  of  
preparing men and women to be better ser-
vants, teachers and preachers in the kingdom 
of Heaven.  Two-hundred and eighty-four stu-
dents have graduated from the school and are 
now serving the Lord in many cities of Nicara-
gua, Central America, The United States, Can-
ada and Spain.   
 
It is difficult for those of us who live in the 
United States to understand what great things 
this school has accomplished and under what 
kind of circumstances.  It was established in 

1976 by a few faithful brothers, some of whom 
were graduates of Sunset, with very little finan-
cial help from U. S. churches.  Then, in spite of 
extreme poverty, through times of unbelievable 
persecution because of the revolution and rise 
to power of the Communistic Sandinistas, the 
school continued it’s vital ministry.  The result is 
obvious to anyone who visits this great Central 
American Republic:  Hundreds of graduates of 
the school, thousands of souls reached, hun-
dreds of churches established in the Republic of 
Nicaragua,  and many missionaries sent out to 

other nations. 
 
In the picture below you can 
get a feel for the “fruit” of this 
school.  All those in attendance 
(and there are hundreds more) 
have been associated with the 
school in some capacity, as 
faculty, students, graduates, 
and their families. The Lord’s 
church is alive and well in
